3.  Identify the elevator machine room venting and details per IBC 3006.2.
4.  Clarify the elevator machine room pressurization per IBC 3006.3.  Provide details.
5. Provide an engineering detail for seismic zone D2 attachment for mechanical equipment such as roof top HVAC, dehumidifies, pressurization fans, energy recovery ventilators, and hydronic pumps and expansion tanks to structure.
6.  Provide fire/smoke damper cut sheets and UL listing details for shaft penetrations, fire barrier wall penetrations and/or any fire rated floor/ceiling assemblies.
7.  Provide NREC commissioning details such as a commissioning plan, performance testing on service water heating, hydronic and air systems, systems operation training, documentation, balancing reports, and acceptance report. Check WSEC section C408.
8. Clarify the 10’ above grade for exhaust outlets at the gas fired boilers per IMC 501.3.1.
9. Identify the ERV-1 exhaust duct termination from OSA intakes a minimum of 10’ per IMC 501.3.
10. Provide guard details for roof mounted equipment per IMC 306.6.
11. Clarify 1.5hr fire/smoke rated damper locations for the exhaust ductwork penetrating the Fire Command Room #101 and Fire Tank Room #102.
12. Per detail 3/M5.1, identify SPVHP condensate termination and auxiliary drain pan locations per IMC 307.5.
13. Clarify 1.5 hr fire/smoke rated damper locations for the 6x6 S3 70 openings in Room #239.
14. The apartment units have dryer exhaust duct runs over the maximum length of 35’.  Provide clarification per IMC 504.6.4.1.
15. On sheet M4.1, Mechanical Room #126 or #128?
16. Identify the boiler T&P termination.
17. What is the core opening on each floor level in Elevator shaft #3?
